All links we find on
blogs, tweets, etc go
through this process,
but many of them are
completely irrelevant.
Filter only links on
domains that we know
belong to our members,
and might therefore be
Registered Content.

Some publishers
include the DOl in the
URL of the landing
page. Detecting it at
this stage means we
don’t need to retrieve
the webpage, saving
time.

If not, we need to visit
the page to see if it's a
landing page, and what
DOl it has.

Check whether the
prefix of the DOV is
associated with this
domain.
